WEB Il INTRO TO PHP CIS 243 Credit(s): 5 Spring 2011

Course Description:

Topics include: Server-side scripting for web pages using PHP. Students will learn
fundamentals of PHP scripting including functions, logical structure, and database
connectivity used in creating web sites. Prerequisite: CIS 242 with a minimum grade of
2.5 or equivalent experience.

Additional Information about the course:

Using PHP and mySQL, students build database driven websites. Topics include PHP
structure, functions, procedures, and database connectivity, and setting up a mySQL
database to work with a Web server. While this course uses PHP to teach the ideas of
server-side scripting and database connectivity, the theories learned here apply to all
server-side Web technologies. Other similar technologies include: ASP, ASP.NET, JSP,
Cold Fusion. All of these technologies are valid and useful. Use of these technologies is
yours and your employer's preference.
